2. About Us

East Lake Academy is an independent Roman Catholic elementary school in Lake Forest, Illinois. We are dedicated to forming the whole child by providing a program of accelerated academics, by building character and by developing a strong apostolic faith.  Our method of integral formation is designed to develop our students as strong Christian leaders who have a positive influence on society. The East Lake Academy Education focuses on the heart, mind and soul of our students, as they learn to love authentic Christian values and develop a sense of what is good, right, noble, just, and beautiful. East Lake Academy enjoys the spiritual support and encouragement of the Archdiocese of Chicago.

East Lake Academy offers accelerated education for students from pre-kindergarten through grade eight, and will include before- and after-school care. We are conveniently located in west Lake Forest near I-94 and Route 1

a. Mission

The mission of East Lake Academy is to provide our students with a complete formation of both the body and soul to fully develop them as Christian leaders. The East Lake student should be a young person of integrity and character who commands an appropriate wealth of knowledge of his faith, the humanities, and the sciences. The student should display critical discernment and possess a disposition to service. Our educational program of complete formation consists of three essential elements: teaching, educating and forming. 

To teach means to provide the student with the intellectual capabilities, content and skills needed to respond to the demands of today's society. 

To educate means to train the student in the habit of intellectual rigor, structured reasoning, and in the appreciation of beauty; it means to cultivate sensitivity, memory, imagination; and finally, to develop the art of communication and the ability to express oneself clearly and elegantly. 

To form is to foster in each student the foundation of all virtue and integrity, leading the student to become a person for others, with an upright ethical code and sensitivity toward the needs of others. 

East Lake Academy strives to build the complete person in its students – developing their full potential by teaching the mind, educating the heart and forming the will. We aim to serve society by promoting in our students' academic excellence, spiritual growth and personal development, thereby creating future leaders for the Catholic Church and society as a whole.

b. History

East Lake Academy began as an idea in the heart of our founders in 2000, two Catholic families living in the northern suburbs of Chicago.  Realizing the need for an additional Catholic school in Lake County, they set out to open East Lake Academy.

By fall 2001, East Lake Academy was formed as a private school based on the Catholic tradition. The school opened that first fall term with 13 students in kindergarten through third grade. During the summer of 2002, Francis Cardinal George of the Archdiocese of Chicago gave East Lake Academy canonical approval as a Catholic school in the Archdiocese of Chicago.  East Lake Academy is listed in the Official Catholic Directory.

In the fall of 2002, we acquired land in west Lake Forest, constructed our current facility and expanded to include pre-kindergarten for ages 3-4 and grades one through eight. With the school now firmly established and proven successful in helping develop the young hearts and minds of our students, East Lake Academy is constantly expanding its educational facility to help alleviate the stress placed on the current building from the rapid growth East Lake Academy has welcomed over recent years, and enable its proposed growth.

c. Administration

Mrs.  Jennifer Patel – Principal and Dean of Academics, Middle School

a. Educational Model

Integral Formation
The Academy recognizes four essential areas in the formation of the human person. By thoroughly cultivating each of these areas, East Lake moves its students toward the realization of their greatest individual potential.

Academic Formation
The curriculum challenges the students daily. They are encouraged to think critically, develop a healthy curiosity about the world around them and to express themselves clearly. Core subjects are complemented by an array of programs in the areas of academics, fine arts and athletics.

Faith Formation
Students are taught the Catholic faith both as an academic subject and a guide for life. Key to Christian living is the awareness of Christ’s unconditional love for each person and his commission to make this love known to all people. True faith formation leads to harmony between knowledge and life.

Character Formation
Character is shown in fidelity to one’s principles and convictions. It implies self-control, perseverance, trustworthiness, a sense of duty and responsibility, and generosity. Every aspect of school life is an opportunity to develop character.
